Getting around in Hong Kong

Traveling within Hong Kong is convenient and fun. The layout of the Hong Kong territory is
basically divided into two sections. To the south, you have the main Hong Kong Island along
with other minor outlying islands, and to the north, you have the mainland territories of
Kowloon. Hong Kong has an extensive network of subways that connects all parts of the city
to each other. If you'd prefer to travel above ground, itis very easy to hail a taxi and get to
where you need to go. The taxis drive on the left side of the road, so make sure you look right
and then left before crossing the street.

One of the best ways of getting around, however, is by ferry. There are plenty of ferries that
haul people from the main island and other small surrounding islands. The trip across the
strait only takes around twenty minutes, which is plenty of time to take in the all the sights. If
you want to head up to Victoria Peak, you can take a bus up the winding mountain, take in the
mountaintop scenery, and then hop on the tram that takes you back down to sea level.
