This grammar point focuses on where to place time words in a Cantonese sentence. In a
Cantonese sentence, the time word is placed at the beginning of the sentence. If the
sentence has a subject, you can place the time word either before or after the subject. If the
subject is ommitted then the time word simply goes at the beginning of the sentence.

For example, 0 O O O O (ngo5 ji4 gaal hau2 hot3) - "I'm thirsty right now." The time word
00O (ji4 gaal) - "right now" is placed in front of the verb. If taken word for word, the
sentence looks like "I right now to be very thirsty."
