Another way to ask questions in Cantonese is by using 係咩 (hai6 me1?) - "What?" To ask a
question using 係咩, you want to place the object of the sentence in front of 係咩. We see
this used in the dialogue in this sentence: 呢個係咩？(ni1 go3 hai6 me1？) -�"What is this?"
The literal translation is "This is what?" so it is important to remember to place the question
word 係咩 at the end of the sentence.
For Example:

1. 嗰個喺咩
go2 go3 hai2 me1
"What is that?"

Cantonese cooking is somewhat lighter than most regional Chinese cuisine. Preparation
methods usually involve stir-frying in shallow water or oil in a wok. As cooking time is short,
the flavors and nutrition of the food is preserved. Vegetable and fish dishes are often
steamed without the use of too much oil. Sauces made from ingredients like ginger, garlic,
onion, vinegar, and sugar are complemented to enhance flavors.

Cantonese menus are long and can often confuse the diner in making a decision. There are
a wide variety of dishes made from meats, poultry, fish, seafood, and vegetables for you to
choose from.
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
