When you want to ask about sizes or any details about something, you can use the pattern
幾 + adjective, or "How + adjective." Mind the word order in Cantonese is different from the
English. 想要幾大 is literally translated as, "Want how big." Besides asking about sizes, one
can also ask about ages, quantities, heights, etc., by simply substituting the adjective.
