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He was also brave enough to cast aside Chinese traditions. For example, in his movies,
not everyone has to honor the teacher or respect the teachings of Confucius, nor do they
have to follow the Confucian ideals. He civilizes the faultless saint, while humanizing the
character and bringing him down to life.

For example, in the film, the character Tang Monk is an extremely annoying person. He
talks so much that the monster that kidnapped him can't stand him anymore and lets him
go. Another character, the Goddess of Mercy, is a very normal woman that loses her
temper just as everyone does. Even she wants to kill Tang Monk when he talks too much.

Stephen Chow reminds us that China's mentality of "deepen the reform" lack's humanity.
Most of the celestial beings in China's traditional myth seldom make mistakes. A good
person is a good person, and a monster is a monster - with black and white sharply
contrasted. In Greek mythology, the gods have human tendencies. Zeus is a "playboy,"
and Hera is a stingy woman.

The most touching partin Stephen's movies are the love stories that are presented. The
contentis all the same - simple, clinging, and fighting for happiness from the lowest part
of society. The characters won't stop even if they have to go against the gods' wills. An
example would be, in the movie "A Chinese Odyssey Part One - Pandora's Box," the love
between the 'monkey king' and 'the faerie of purple light'. Another example is in the
movie "Kings of Comedy," the love story between the prostitute and the extra.

Stephen Chow wants us to know that no matter how hard our life is, how ridiculous the
sequence of events, we still have LOVE.
