At first, my only standard for renting an apartment was that it only had to be cheap!
Nothing but cheap! The money | saved from rent, | could use to buy delicious food to
eat. Or | could buy more designer clothes! But | had overestimated my tolerance
when | saw the bungalow was less than ten square meters, with neither a
washroom, bathroom, or kitchen. The worst thing was that about ten more people
were using one toilet. Having to pay eight hundred dollars per month, I silently
walked away from the place.

"You can find a better house!" | kept telling myself. Eventually, | found a big
apartment next to my office that was twenty square meters with decent interior
decoration, including the furniture, for less than one thousand dollars per month. |
was so excited that | wanted to sign the contract immediately; but there was a
good-natured man asking me not to rent the apartment. | went back home and
searched on the Internet, only to find out that the house was haunted...
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Later, | figured something out. The very low rent apartments can be defined by three
categories. The first category is far from the city center, and you need to take the
subway for over an hour and a half to get to the city. The second category is really
old buildings with everything inside the room rotting away. The third category is a
haunted house.

From that time on, | changed my standards for renting an apartment to nearby,
below twenty-five hundred dollars per month, and within two subway stations from
my office.

| looked up some apartments late at night online, but | wasn't satisfied with the
choices. Actually, | found one house that was really suitable by the end of the day,
but someone had already booked it one hour earlier before me. That really drove me
crazy.

After learning this lesson, | found an apartment online overnight, sending a message
to the landlord at midnight to confirm the time that | could get a walk-through of the
apartment and then go there immediately the next morning.

With this crazy method, | eventually found a thirty square-meter apartment next to
the subway station. There are plenty of restaurants in the front and bars located on
the back street. There was a luxuriously decorated room with a double bed, big TV,
a balcony, and even a mini bar! That only cost me twenty-four hundred dollars a
month. | did not hesitate for one second to pay the deposit. | can move in two weeks
from now!

Dealing with the Landlords

Renting an apartment in Hong Kong in general, you are paying two months of rent-one for
deposit. The landlord is not a person whom you get along with, but it doesn't matter if he is
not always gossiping with you. In fact, if the landlord wants to increase rent, the law provides
for it to be made one month earlier; if you do not want to live there, you can look for another
apartment first and bargain with him when you have found somewhere to live. That makes
you not be so passive and faze.
