Fast Facts

A Chinese Odyssey is a very popular movie amongst those born in the 80s. But it was not
such a success from the beginning. When the film was first shown in Hong Kong, it was
expected to be popular. But when it premiered in Shanghai in August 1995, the film was not
popular and earned only 400,000 RMB. This made the film a disaster compared to its
production costs of M. In late 1996 the film was screened at the Beijing Film Academy and
attracted a lot of attention from students. From that point until 1999, there were many scenes
and lines discussed and spread on many forums. All kinds of discussions and criticisms have
since made this movie a legend. In May 2011 there were rumors that Stephen Chow was
going to make this film again to see if the new one would surpass the old one and become



another legend.
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
