And the cold-colored themes also help to enhance the
human conflict throughout the movie.
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On top of that, the film soundtrack plays an important role helping to set the mood by
using many old-style signature songs from the singer Tsai Chin. Electronic music is
also used throughout the movie. Using Tsai Chin's old song "The Forgotten Time" in
some key scenes helps create a remarkably warm impression. Such a song also
helps the audiences better understand the characters and adds an oriental element
to the movie. Her song then becomes a special effect that makes this movie different
from other typical modernist mafia movies. Detaching itself from other gangster
movies, this movie reveals a Zen feeling that is different from the traditional

hard-core Western style.

It all leads me to say that "Infernal Affairs" has taken us to a brand new state in the
Hong Kong movie industry. It makes us start to question ourselves and realize that
life is so out of our control. If you wish to learn more about modern Hong Kong

movies, "Infernal Affairs” is a masterpiece you simply must see.
