1. for actions or events which may or may 

not happen
2. for predictions about the future

3. for spontaneous decisions or promises
4. with the verbs hope, think, believe, 

expect

We use the Be Going To:
1. for plans and intentions we have 

about the nearest future
2. when there is an eveidence that

something is going to happen
in the nearest future

We use the Present Continuous:
for fixed arrangements in the near future, 

they are in our diary
